“Riverwalk” and “Riverstroll” Underground Railroad Tour

DESCRIPTION: Students become “abolitionists” as they experience Rochester in the 1850’s. They walk in
the footsteps of weary travelers seeking freedom. Visit the site of Frederick Douglass’s newspaper office.
Follow the original route of the Erie Canal in Rochester and learn its significance in the Freedom Movement.
Touch the sculpture of Susan B. Anthony and Frederick Douglass having tea. Participate in a first person
living presentation.

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Eastman School of Music Organ Initiative

DESCRIPTION: With a diverse offering of instruments in many shapes and styles, and a world class conser-
vatory in the Eastman School of Music, Rochester is fast becoming the pipe organ capital of North America.
Crowning the collection is the Craighead-Saunders Organ at Christ Church (141 East Avenue), a replica of
an 18th century organ built by Adam Gottlob Casparini for the Holy Ghost Church in Vilnius Lithuania. In
this experience, an Eastman School of Music faculty or staff member will bring to life the sounds of the 18th
century, with a presentation and demonstration of the organ. Students will be allowed inside the instrument
for a closer look at the pipes and playing mechanisms.

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Pipe Dreams Theatre Experience at Rochester Museum @r Science Center

DESCRIPTION: Groups come to the museum to visit the Eisenhart Auditorium and tour the historic
Waurlitzer Opus 1492 3/11 pipe organ in Rochester. The 3/11 refers to the number of Manuals or
keyboards (3), and the number of Ranks (11) or rows of pipes arranged by their timbre and pitch. The organ
was installed in the Capitol Theatre in Worcester, Mass in 1926. The organ found its way to Rochester and
was housed in the Eisenhart Auditorium of the Rochester Museum @7 Science Center as a 3/8 organ. After
many years and over 10,000 man-hours, the organ was augmented to its current 3/11 status and had its
Rochester debut as such in 1978.

workings including the ranks of pipes held in two chambers and the player piano connected across the
room to the organ by one of the stops controls.
